Terms of Reference:
· Applicants must have a history of providing services to the social enterprise sector, a min of 2yrs;
· Learning materials eligible for endorsement include those eligible under SFEDI’s learning media endorsement, ie.  websites, qualifications, and other forms of learning or training materials.     
· Approved applicants must attend a training providers mapping workshop on 8th March in London; 

· Approved applicants must submit their materials by 11th April for review by SFEDI’s evaluators;
· SEP will cover approximately 50% of standard endorsement costs, including travel (with receipts), to a maximum of £350. Standard endorsement costs £500 + VAT.
Standard terms of reference for SFEDI endorsement apply and participants will be guided through this once accepted into this pilot programme.
